CARILLON FOR PULLY

The Minister of the Protestant parish at Pully, near
Lausanne, Marc Vernet, succeeded in pushing through the
acquisition of a 19-bell carillon for the new church there.
Seeking musical material for the carillon, which is of a
type popular in Holland but unique for Switzerland, Vernet
became familiar with the ancient carillons of the Valais.
Fascinated by the subject, his studies led to his writing a
book, “Les Carillons du Valais ”, which has just been
published by C. Krebs of Basle. The book contains
interesting details on the traditions of the carillonneurs in
the Valais. The minister’s work has been published under
the patronage of the Swiss Society for Folk-Life Studies
and the support of the Cantonal Council of the Valais.
