It is with deep regret that we announce the death of
one of our loyal subscribers, Monsieur le Ministre Paul
Clottu. of Avenue de la Gare 22, Colombier, Neuchâtel.
Monsieur Clottu, citizen of Neuchâtel and Cornaux,
studied in Neuchâtel, Berne and Geneva (lie. rer. pol. &
lie. nat. oec.). He joined the International Labour Office
in 1920 and the Federal Service (BIGA) in 1940. Later
he became Swiss delegate on commissions and at con-
ferences of the International Labour Organisation. In
1947, he was transferred to the Political Department and
appointed Labour Counsellor at the Swiss Legation in
London. Seven years later. Monsieur Clottu was appointed
Chief of Department in the Political Department and
became a Minister Plenipotentiary in 1955. He retired in
July 1962.

While in London, he and his wife took an active
interest in the Swiss Colony, and we extend our deep
sympathy to Madame Clottu and the family in their
bereavement.

MRS. PAULA RITTER f
It is with deep regret that we announce the death of

Mrs. Paula Ritter of 61 Cheverton Road, London N.19.
On 12th September, she celebrated her 92nd birthday, and
her family and friends mourn her passing on 13th Novem-
ber.

Mrs. Ritter was the devoted wife of the late Mr.
Theodor Ritter, Honorary Secretary of the Swiss Benevo-
lent Society for 27 years and its full-time Secretary from
1932 to 1952. He was born on 19th July 1877, had his
schooling in Bienne and Berne and came to London at
the beginning of this century. He was Manager of a firm
of metal craftsmen, and that is where he met his wife.
They got married on 21st October 1905, and it was an
extremely happy marriage.

Mr. Ritter was also a member of the Council of the
London Group of the Nouvelle Société Helvétique of which
he was a founder member, belonged to the long extinct
Swiss Institute and was on the Committee of the Welfare
Office for Swiss Girls from 1950 onward. Already before
the first world war, he was Chancellor of the Swiss Legation
and Acting Consul, and from 1922 to 1932, he was
Manager of Lep Transport. He was appointed by the
Minister of Labour to represent the firm on the City Panel
of Employment and at the Metropolitan Court of Referees.

If we remember today the loyal services of a long-
departed friend — he died on 23rd January 1961 — it is
because the Ritters were such a closely-knit family, such
a happy couple, and if he was able to serve the Swiss
community to the extent he did, it was to a large extent
due to his dedicated wife.

We extend our sincere sympathy to their family and
assure them of a grateful memory to their father and
mother. MM
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
