To-day, Mr. Gordon
Burkhalter is at the helm, and he has a group of faithful
young men supporting his endeavours which he pursues
with painstaking devotion.

Whilst sizeable celebrations usually take place when
an organisation is 25, 50, 75 and 100 years old, it seems
nevertheless right and proper to remember the Swiss
Y.M.C.A. in London on their 80th anniversary, and to
speed them on to the next decade with best wishes.
