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Tour-de-Peilz of £50 we had a total income of £898.19.11
against expenditures of £884.9.2, resulting in a surplus of
£14.10.9 for the year.

The accounts were unanimously passed by the Meet-
mg with thanks to the Hon. Treasurer.

The Chairman thanked the Chaplain, the Officers and
Members of the Committee for their loyal support during
the past year. He especially mentioned the good work
rendered by our Hon. Treasurer Mrs. K. A. Grob, who
acted, as in the previous year, as the Promoter of our very
successful Christmas Draw.
