But the intriguing fact is
that holidays in January are both cheaper and more in-
dividual. Hotels offer reduced rates, and many Sports
facilities and mountain railways do the same. Those who
prefer to avoid over-filled hotels, crowded trains and long
lines at the ski-lifts, will find particular pleasure during
the January weeks, when everything goes at a more
leisurely pace. Leisurely yes, but by no means dull; more
important sports events are scheduled during January than
in any other winter month.
