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50 SWISS BABIES FOR U.K.

Fifty Swiss babies are being sent over from Switzer-
land to England to arrive here early in the New Year.
There is no need to phone the N.S.P.C.C. — the babies
being small rotary snow ploughs Model ROLBA "SNOW-
BABY" which have been ordered by the Ministry of
Defence for snow removal on defence establishments.
These Swiss machines can shift up to 60 tons per hour
(equal to the work of about 40 snow shovellers) and blow
the snow out over a distance of up to 30 feet.
