Nobody will believe it, but it is
nevertheless a fact that Mr. M. A.
Rothlisberger, of 89 Lawrie Park
Gardens, Sydenham, S.E.26, will be 70
on 25th September. He was born in
London, but brought up in Switzerland
from the age of three. He went to
school at Aubonne, Vaud, and after
an apprenticeship and six years of
employment, both with the Union
Bank of Switzerland, he came to
London. A year after taking up employ-
ment with the Ionian Bank in Coleman
Street, he was sent to Greece, but
returned to London in 1928. Mr.
Rothlisberger was appointed Account-

ant in 1950, Assistant Manager seven
years later and Manager in May 1960.
After 41 years, he retired at the end
of September 1965.
