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rooms of the hotels under his care at
a time when accommodation was very
scarce. A private bathroom, he con-
tends, is a “must” in any hotel and
hotel room TV sets need hardly be
considered as a luxury nowadays. If a
hotel is to survive, he says, it must
offer the best service possible—and
- this starts with the menial convenience
of a private bathroom and a TV set.
Such a hotel will survive, and the
Osborne certainly will, because there
will always be a clientele ready to sup-
port this managerial philosophy with
its cheque books.
