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and invited him to open the new prem-
ises officially by cutting the ribbon.

The Lord Mayor made a joke
about the superiority of the cutlass to
the hammer and the sickle, weighed his
lethal implement, reflected for a mo-
ment on how he would accomplish his
task and finally slashed the ribbon en-
twain in a mighty upward sweep that
glittered under the flash of cameras.

We entered in the reception hall
at the end of which a velvet curtain
was hiding the commemorative plaque.
After some gracious words by Mr.
Noyes, the Lord Mayor pulled the cur-
tain and unveiled the plaque commem-
orating the inauguration of the present
building this very day, Thursday, 23rd
April, 1970.

After this short ceremony we
moved up to the seventh floor for a re-
ception. There were many interesting
and distinguished persons present. I
had the opportunity of having a con-
versation with Sir Ronald Howe, Chair-
man of the City Wall Proprieties, the
firm which built and let the £lm. build-
ing to the Zurich Insurance Company.
Sir Alec Rose, the Portsmouth grocer
who circumnavigated the world single-
handed without any outside backing in
his 28 feet yacht, also honoured the re-
ceplion by his presence. He is a very
kind and unassuming man who wil-
lingly gave me an autograph. Another
interesting guest was Mr. J. Emery-
Wallace and his wife, former Lord and
Lady Mayoress of Portsmouth. They
told that the job involved some 360
dinners and 280 receptions in a year
and that the customary one-year term
of office was enough for the health of
any man.

An hour later Mr. Noyes presented
the cutlass used at the opening cere-
mony to the Lord Mayor. The Lord
Mayor made a short address reminisc-
ing of his experience in the Navy,
praised sports and good health, and
suggested that the Zurich tower block
should with its 17 storeys be he venue
of a climbing race among Portsmouth
civil servants just as the Post Office
tower in London was annually used as
a climbing track by students.

The more distinguished guests and
the higher hierarchy of the company
left for dinner at the Guildhall while
the rest of us were offered a delicious
and generous snack lunch on the sixth
floor.

I left the animated atendance as it
was still making inroads in the trifle
and the fruit salad for a quick visit of
the "Victory" before taking the return
train to London after what was a par-
ticularly enjoyable trip.
