Every six or seven years since 1874,
the proceeds of the Simde.rfe/erypende
have been used for this -purpose. This
year, they will go to the Secretariat
-for the Swiss -abroad, to the Aid Co-m-
-mittee for Swiss Schools Abroad and
to -the Solidarity F-und for the Swiss
Abroad. Neither of these institutions
really need introduction.

The Secretariat's -main purpose is
to inform the Swiss abroad on a variety
of matters by -a variety of means, the
best known of which is the magazine
Ec/zo. The Aid Committee for Swiss
Schools Abroad is concerned with
supplying these private and neutral in-
-stitutions with adequate -material -and
teaching staff. The Solidarity Fund
offers protection against loss of -liveli-
hood through wars, revo-lu-tions and
political -pressures. It has already paid
put approximately 3.5 million francs to
about 330 of its members.

These badges -will cos-t 20-p each.
The sale of badges in -the UK helped
last year to collect £230 in -favour of
women's organisations.
