The speaker
will be the eminent Swiss author and
philosopher DR. LORENZ STUCKI.

He is well qualified to give an
address on this subject, having made
extensive research in USA and elsewhere.
He has just had a book published on this
problem which is of growing importance
as working hours become shorter and
leisure more prolonged. It is a
fundamental aspect of today's industrial
society, which is often overlooked. The
speaker will talk about chances and perils
of the leisure society and what is being
done in various countries, more especially
in Switzerland.

Dr. Stucki is widely travelled and
one of the most versatile personalities in
Swiss cultural life. Apart from journalistic
activities, he is the author of many out-
standing works covering the USA, China,
and East Asia, but also of books
on Switzerland, a modern world history
and a remarkable book on democracy.
Many of his works have been translated
into other languages.
