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Christmas colony celebration.

As on previous occasions it was
clear that a great many of the children at
St. Mary’s Hall were only half Swiss and
nearly all English-speaking. The majority
were obviously of Swiss motherhood and
of British or Commonwealth parents. But
they were none the less Swiss to a great
extent and the Colony Féte may have
fostered their Swiss identity. But one
thing it did achieve was to give them two
hours of thorough enjoyment.
