ALFRED MENGEU

It is with great regret that we have
to report the sudden death of Mr. Mengeu
on Monday, 31st January, 1977. He was
nearly 85 years of age and had been
unwell for some time. He was taken into
hospital on Sunday, 30th January and
passed peacefully away on the following
day.

Mr. Mengeu was with the Swiss
Bank Corporation as an Attorney, being
at the same time a member of the
Institute of Bankers, for some 40 years
and also a member of the Swiss
Mercantile Society for many years.
