NEW DEPUTY
PRESIDENT
FOR SWISSAIR

Swissair's Board of Directors
has elected Mr. Hans Schneider,
executive vice-president finance and
associated companies, as the air-
line’s new full-time deputy president
from 1st August.

Heinz Haas, at present deputy presi-
dent and secretary-general, who
retires on 31st July on reaching the
age limit.

Mr. Schneider has been with
Swissair since 1939 and joined the
airine’s Management in 1964 as
head of the finance department.

Haas became in 1948 Swissair’s first
general manager for Western Swit-
zerland in Geneva and a member of
the Management “as secretary-
general at the Zirich head office in
1951.
