Gstaad Menuhin Festival,

July 28-Sept 2

This is the 28th season of the festival
established by the violinist and teacher
Yehudi Menuhin in Gstaad, in Switzerland’s
Bernese Oberland region. Chamber music
concerts and recitals are held in the 500-seat
Saanen Church.

Highlight: World premiere of Lukas Foss's
violin concerto “Orpheus and Eurydice”, con-
ducted by the composer with Menuhin, for
whom it was written, and Edna Michell as
soloists.
