We deeply regret to announce the death of
Mr. P. II. Zgraggen, which occurred recently.

The deceased was born at Gurtnellen (can-
ton Uri) sixty-two years ago, and after an ap-
prenticeship in the hotel profession came to Lon-
don in the year 1904.

During his long stay in this country, Mr.
Zgraggen occupied various positions in some of
the largest hotels of the Metropolis, such as the
Kensington Palace Hotel, the Cecil, the Ritz, the
Savoy, the Berkeley, the Cumberland and Brown’s
Hotel ; at the latter he held the position as Head
Porter and there he suffered a heart attack from
which he unfortunately did not recover.
