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cinal baths are reached in this way. Some
of these mineral springs have been known
for hundreds of years and were visited in
bygone centuries by health seckers who
travelled in horse-drawn coaches. Nowadays
we can travel more quickly and comfort-
ably by post bus on our journey toward
healing and rejuvenation. A trip from the
terminal station of the Rhaetian Railway at
Scuol, for example, takes us up to Scuol-
Tarasp-Vulpera; or, in the other direc-
tion, up to the forested heights of Val
Sinestra, the only arsenic spring in the
Alps. A health pilgrimage to the baths of
St. Moritz would be only half so much fun
if we did not have to take the motor
coach from the railway station up to the
mineral springs. Part of the enjoyment of
a trip to the other mineral springs in the
Canton of Grisons, such as idyllic An-
deer, picturesque Passugg, and Vals, sur-
rounded by its fields of wild flowers,
Tenigerbad at the foot of majestic peaks,
and Disentis, on the mountain road over
Lukmanier Pass—an indispensable part of
the enjoyment of such a trip comes from
the coach ride after we leave the railway

station.

In other parts of the country too the pest
coach will carry us on our pilgrimage to
health: to the sulphur spring at Rietbad,
only a twenty minute ride from Nesslau via
St. Johann; to the hydrotherapy sanatorium
at Brestenberg Castle on the Lake of Hall-
wil; or the sulphur springs at Schwefelberg-
bad near Schwarzenburg; or Stabio, only a
short post coach ride from Mendrisio in
Switzerland’s balmy “Riviera Canton” of
Ticino.

The many thousands of health seekers who
make a yearly pilgrimage to Switzerland’s
medicinal baths in search of relief from
some ailment may thus experience, over
and over again, the fulfilment of their
childhood wish to travel first by train, then
by motor-car or ship, and finally by post
coach. And those whose taste has not been
dulled for the little joys of life still thrill
to their comfortable ride through beautiful
scenery, just as they did twenty or thirty
years ago.
