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SWITZERLAND IN 1955 — A PREVIEW

A travel magazine serves many interests that combine to make life
worth living. In Switzerland such a magazine is founded on the
traveller’s love for mountains and their inhabitants, and for travel
destinations amid natural scenery that offers a welcome change
from cold, impersonal life in industrial centres. In modern times
when facilities for cultural exchanges are far better than any our
forefathers could even dream of, our travel magazine ‘‘Switzer-
land” has, to an increasing extent, come to serve the tourist
interests of Swiss cities and towns. For it is the cities with their
economic life that make possible the periodic exchange of cultural
values on a really considerable scale.

The exhibition “Life and Art of the Etruscans’ which opened
in Zurich in January, for instance, offers Switzerland’s winter
sports guests an unique introduction to these art treasures. Before
or after their mountain holidays, visitors may delve as deeply as
they like into the civilization of this little known people.

In the coming summer—from mid June through September—
Calderon’s ““Great World Theatre’” will be performed at Einsiedeln
amid a natural amphitheatre of mountain scenery.

Two events that occupy important places on Switzerland’s summer
calendar are reminiscent of the early days of tourist travel in
Switzerland. For the first time in 27 years another great vintage
festival is to be held from 1t to 142 August in Vevey, on the upper
end of Lake Léman. Following centuries-old tradition, these vin-
tage festivals have carried the fame of Vevey far beyond Switzer-
land’s borders. Echoing the back-to-nature spirit that came with
Jean-Jacques Rousseau and Albrecht Haller, a great Alpine Shep-
herds’ Festival will be held this summer at Unspunnen in the
Bernese Oberland, just 150 years after the first such festival took
place on this romantic mountain meadow. Zurich will be the
scene of two great events in 1955: The Swiss Gymnastics Festival
will ‘be held from 14t to 17t July; and the official celebration of
the 100® anniversary of the Swiss Federal Institute of Technology,
to which Zurich owes part of its international reputation will take
place from 19t to-222d October. — Also in October, Switzerland, the
travellers’ paradise, will be host to some 2000 participants of the
American Society of Travel Agents convention to be held on Lake
Léman. The choice of Switzerland as a meeting place for American
leaders in tourism is further evidence of this country’s importance

in the international travel market. ksr

La Mostra «Arte e Civilta etrusca» al Kunsthaus di Zurigo, che accoglie
oltre quattrocento opere scelte, offre per la prima volta una sintesi organica
della produzione artistica di un popolo oggi ancora avvolto di mistero. Fra
i cimeli piv importanti della Mostra vanno annoverati una tomba di Tar-
quinia e la grande statua di bronzo del «Marte di Todi» dei Musei
Vaticani.

Die einzigartige Ausstellung « Kunst und Leben der Etrusker» im Kunsthaus
Ziirich bietet mit mehr als vierhundert ausgesuchten Werken zum ersten
Mal einen umfassenden Einblick in das Schaffen eines noch heute geheimnis-
umwobenen FVolkes. Eine Grabkammer aus Tarquinia und die grofie
Bronzestatue des « Mars von Todi» aus den Vatikanischen Museen bilden
Hohepunkte der Ausstellung. Miinchen, Paris, London, New York und
Boston ergiinzen mit wertvollen Leihgaben die Schiitze aus den dffentlichen
Sammlungen Italiens. Diese einmalige Schau wird Ziirich fiir Monate in
den Mittelpunkt europiischer kiinstlerisch-kultureller Interessen riicken. Sie
ist von Dienstag bis Sonntag durchgehend von 10 bis 17 Uhr, Dienstag bis
Freitag auchvon 20 bis 22 Uhr geiffnet; am Montag nur von 14 bis 17 Uhr.

L’exposition unique en son genre «Art et vie des Etrusques» du Kunsthaus
de Zurich offre bien davantage que quatre cents cuvres choistes, elle permet
pour la premiére fois d'embrasser tout le travail artistique d’un peuple
aujourd’hui encore enveloppé de mystére. Un tombeau de Tarquinia et la
grande statue de bronze du Mars de Todi des musées du Vatican figurent
parmi les @uvres les plus importantes de cette exposition. Des préts de
valeur accordés par les villes de Munich, Paris, Londres, New-York et
Boston complétent les trésors des collections publiques d’lItalie. Pendant
quelques mois, cette exposition unique fera de Zurich le centre de Uintérét
artistique et culturel de I’Europe.
