Town and Country Celebrations

On May 14 Appenzell-Innerrhoden celebrates the pilgrimage to the Stoss

in memory of a battle fought by the Appenzeller for their freedom in the
late Middle Ages. On June 6 a grand festival of the traditional costumes of
the Valais is held in Champlan, and in Ayent a Whitsuntide dole of wine,
bread and cheese is distributed. To take part in the annual Festival of
Flowers with its Grand Flower Procession in Locarno it is also necessary
to wait until June 6.

Spring Concerts in the Tessin

The Spring season in Locarno brings a series of gala concerts, among which
that by the London Melos Ensemble on May 15 and the recital by Achille
Colassi on May 25 are worthy of special mention. The Spring programme
of the "Concerti di Lugano" is richly stocked. The orchestra of the Italian-
Swiss Radio will be playing on May 20, and on 28 there follows a concert
by the violinist Nathan Milstein with Eugenio Bagnoli at the piano.

Music and Theatre in Lausanne

On May 51 three choirs will join with the Orchestre de la Suisse romande
in Lausanne in a performance of Verdi's unique Requiem. On May 8

there will be a performance of Mozart's "The Magic Flute", on May 24

of "The Rake's Progress" by Stravinsky and on June 5 and 5 of Wagner's
"Tristan und Isolde". This Lausanne International Festival includes a

guest performance of a work by Beckett by the Madeleine Renaud/Jean-
Louis Barrault company from Paris on May 15.

Wide Choice of Music Festivals
Thun, a town that has always fostered music, this year provides the setting
for the Swiss Musicians' Festival. Between May 28 and 50 contemporary
Swiss musical works will be heard. In the old town of Bulle in the Gruyère
the Musical Associations of Canton Fribourg will fill the air with sound

during their rally on May 29 and 50. Between May 12 and 25 the "Printemps

musical de Neuchâtel" presents a variety of programmes. In Montreux

the cycle "Les Grands Interprètes" has already begun.

In Commemoration of Jaques-Dalcroze
The City of Geneva takes pride in its connections with the composer and
creative teacher of music Emile Jaques-Dalcroze, the hundredth anniversary

of whose birth will he celebrated on May 15 with performances of "Le
Jeu du Feuillu". Emile Jaques-Dalcroze, who opened a school of his own in
Geneva in 1915, displayed his genius by the development of a system of
instruction in which the elements of rhythm, movements of the body and
the teaching of music are combined. He also composed a large number of
popular songs which are still sung with pleasure in western Switzerland.

Art Exhibitions of Special Interest
The life work of Otto Meyer-Amden, which will be represented by extracts
from its main themes in the Berne Kunsthalle from May 15 onwards, was
not characterised by the spectacular. But he was nonetheless one of the
main figures of Swiss art during the early part of this century. Born in
Berne in 1885, Otto Meyer added to his own name that of the beautiful
village in the alpine foothills above the Walensee where he created the
larger and essential part of his work between 1912 and 1928. He died in
Zurich in 1955. His unique work, mostly consisting of small paintings
and drawings based on the theme of the human race, contained an inspiration

whose effects have lasted well beyond his lifetime.—Extraordinary
interest is also attached to the exhibition of works by Ferdinand Gehr,
which begins on May 25 in Schaffhausen. This painter, born in 1896,
created a large number of murals, ceilings and window paintings for churches,

and some of his works have given rise to extremely violent discussions

on ecclesiastical art.
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
