La potenza di trasmissione e stata
costantemente accresciuta; ora ha raggiunto un livello tale da
permettere di accendere un tubo al neon tenuto in mano nel locale
ad alta frequenza (foto 47). Sembra che anche nelle abitazioni
adiacenti si verifichino casi misteriosi; ad esempio, macchine per
cucire che improvvisamente emettono suoni e voci radiofoniche e
televisori che si accendono da sol...

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47-49 In touch with the
whole world! The short-
wave transmitter at
Mamishaus near Schwar-
zenburg, which has made
this once remote corner
of Switzerland known to
the world at large, has
been used since 1939 by
Radio Switzerland Inter-
national for transmissions
to people abroad, who
can therefore maintain
their contact around the
clock. The Mamishaus
short-wave transmitter
did yeoman service as a
purveyor of information
particularly during the
Second World War. Its
power has been re-
peatedly increased and is
now so great that it lights
up a neon tube held in the
air in the high-frequency
room (47). There is also
some talk of sewing
machines in nearby
houses from which radio
voices are suddenly
heard, and of television
sets that come on by
themselves...
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
