On your travels in Switzerland, you may
have spotted signs with names on them
outside people’s homes. These are the
names of newly arrived babies that have
been born to the families living there. Their
neighbours club together, get a small tree
and attach it to a pole to make it as high as
possible, and attach a sign with the baby’s
name. At some locations there can be
several of these “baby trees” depending on
the neighbours. In towns, these can be seen
attached to the balconies of apartments. It
is a charming Swiss custom that could be
added to any building on a model layout to
give a little interest.
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
