In Switzerland, 693 central power plants quiet-

ly produce electricity to keep our cities running.
In Zurich, the standstill of machinery on a con-

struction site invites us to turn our thoughts

to the people who might have lived behind the

facades. And finally, the silent character of

a building’s facade, the absence of windows, of
floor plates shows: Not every building is made

for humans to inhabit or even penetrate.
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
