We would like to explore illness experiences, experiences of health and health politics in the light

of current theories and practices of an anthropology of experience. Processes of globalization

and privatization of the (health) market, of mondialization, exponential urbanization, population

growth and ageing, generalized migration, the internationalization of diseases etc. are factors

that shape the frameworks of reference concerning health and illness in different sites of

knowledge ond practice. In this context, medical anthropology is called to reflect health

politics, health care and expertise by putting in perspective the relations between the recent

production of knowledge and political economy, and to explore the re-making of experiences and

the rise of new modes of resistance and subjectivity.

University (U.S.A.), where some members of the anthropology faculty proposed to decorate the department's offices with photos taken during their field work in

«primitive» societies. When third-world graduate students objected that pictures of smiling black and yellow faces were not what anthropology was all about, one faculty

member, James Siegel, widely known for his mediatorial skills, suggested that this photo, of a Filipino student measuring his Jewish-American skull, be included in the display.

His colleagues rejected the suggestion, and the entire display was canceled. Professor Siegel has pointed out that his cranial capacity, noted on the black board, is considered

«below average». On the other hand, the student measurer, Vincent Raphael, is currently a professor at the University of California at San Diego.
