Orion, the registered trademark for the acrylic fibre
manufactured by Du Pont (U.S.A.), is one of today's most
useful and interesting synthetic materials owing to its
special characteristics and technical and practical qualities :

ease of dyeing, lightness, strength, elasticity, diversity of
uses to which it may be put, etc. Orion was given its first
official presentation to the Swiss public at a recent fashion
parade in Zurich, which gave the press the opportunity of
seeing the wide range of attractive possibilities offered by
this fine achievement of chemistry.

We wish to stress here that Orion is imported into
Switzerland in the form of untreated raw fibre and receives
all its finishing treatments in this country, just like other
imported textiles such as wool, cotton, linen and silk.
Imported orlon therefore passes through Swiss spinning
and twisting mills, weaving mills, hosiery and knitwear
factories to be turned into yarns and made into clothing
fabrics, blankets, knitted articles, etc. Opposite we reproduce
