A few months ago, an idea which had been in the air for
along time was finally carried out : the establishment of a
« Swiss Fashion House » in Zurich. The idea was the result
of free collaboration in the fields of promotion and sales,
which had already led to the creation of the « Swiss Pro-
Tricot» group some two years previously (a free association
allowing a certain number of Swiss manufacturers to
combine their efforts in the field of advertising while
maintaining their independence with regard to creation
~ and sales). Originating in the same circles, the idea of the
Fashion House went even further : it was intended to offer
hosiery, knitwear and ready-to-wear manufacturers not
residing in Zurich the possibility of presenting their
collections in this town, under favourable conditions and
without abandoning any of their own individuality. With
the help of the Exporters Association of the Swiss Clothing
Industry, twenty-six manufacturers joined forces to
create the permanent display and sales centre known as
the Swiss Fashion House. In a modern building, equipped
with all the facilities that anyone could wish for (parking
space, garage, restaurant, etc.), trade buyers from
Switzerland and abroad will be able to examine the
collections and make their choice quietly and discreetly,
in individual salons, without any waste of time, which is
an invaluable advantage today.

For the Swiss ready-to-wear industry, the Swiss Fashion
House represents a great step forward and deserves to be
welcomed with the greatest satisfaction, particularly as
the manufacturers concerned offer every guarantee of
good, and frequently exceptional quality.
