(P. 78/79) UNE NOUVELLE FABRIQUE DE
TAPIS EN SUISSE

Neodon SA, Malans

Comme la demande en revétements de sols
textiles n'a pas cessé d'augmenter et que la
vente d'articles concurrentiels ne parait pas
devoir fléchir, les conditions semblent assez
favorables pour la création de nouvelles fa-
briques de tapis. C'est ainsi qu'a vu'le jour a
Malans, dans le canton des Grisons, une
entreprise suisse, financiérement indépendante.
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Le fondateur de la nouvelle maison est
Helmut Sallinger, propriétaire des fabriques
Neodon & Krumbach (Allemagne).

C'est en 1967 déja que fut installé a Saint-Gall
un dépdt des articles Neodon, pour faciliter les
livraisons en Suisse. D'autres points de distribu-
tion furent créés a Minsingen et a Landquart.
Mais le but vis¢ était la constitution d'une
entreprise suisse indépendante, ce qui put étre
réalis¢ par la fusion des trois dépdts de distri-
bution et la fondation de la Neodon S.A. a
Malans, le 1er janvier 1971. Cinq mois plus tard
fut posée la premiére pierre de la fabrique a
Malans, laquelle était préte a I'emménagement
en décembre de la méme année.

Dans cette grande et claire double halle de
3200 metres carrés, a été installée une machine
atufter a 7 cylindres, qui peut produire annuelle-
ment, utilisée en plein, 1.440.000 metres carrés
de tapis. Il est question d'y mettre encore en
service une installation d'enduction a mousse
de polyuréthane pour le traitement des dos de
tapis. La halle est du reste assez vaste pour
recevoir encore d'autres machines. A I'heure
actuelle il n'y a &, en plus, qu'une machine a
border les tapis, lesquels sont coupés dans les
mesures désirées par les clients. Les bureaux
occupent une surface de 400 metres carrés
tandis que l'aire totale de I'entreprise est de
10.000 metres carrés, ce qui laisse suffisamment
d'espace pour d'éventuelles extensions des
locaux de fabrication.

La nouvelle entreprise, y compris les dép6ts de
Saint-Gall et Miinsingen, occupe 26 collabora-
teurs. Ceux-ci se consacreront a la production
de tapis tuftés pour le marché intérieur et pour
les pays de I'AELE tels I'Autriche, la Suéde, la
Norvege et le Danemark ainsi qu'a développer
des relations commerciales avec lesdits pays.
L'entreprise espére pouvoir, en outre, pousser
encore ses exportations vers les pays de la CEE
lorsque les abattements des droits de douane
envisagés seront effectifs. Les articles produits
en Suisse pourront trouver un accueil favorable
avant touten République fédérale parl’entremise
de la fabrique allemande. D'autre part, comme le
programme de fabrication de la maison suisse
se borne pourle moment & quelques qualités, les

| autres tapis et revétements de sol de la fabrique

allemande viendront compléter son assortiment.
La jeune entreprise nourrit aussi des projets
d'expansion. Une nouvelle création est en vue
aux iles Canaries, I'« Unién de Almacenistas
de tapices de las fabricas de tapices », pour
pouvoir faire profiter les tapis suisses du boom
qui se produit la-bas dans la construction.

tableclothsinmatching coloursinordertoachieve
arestful unity in the interior decoration of a home.
All home textile manufacturers, who have joined
the "“Visiona'' scheme for harmony in the home
will in future, for their choice of colour com-
binations, adhere strictly to the proposals of the
“Visiona'" colour card, which are as follows:
stone grey/chalk white/fuchsia red, water blue/
earth brown, lemon yellow/apple green, emerald
green/chalk white, olive green/violet, onyx black/

yolk of egg, violet/carrot, onyx black/apple green
and yolk of egg/earth brown.

(P. 78/79) A NEW CARPET FACTORY
IN" SWITZERLAND

Neodon Ltd., Malans

The continually growing demand for textile floor
coverings offers sufficient incentive for new
carpet factories to be built, particularly as there
are no signs of any falling off in the sale of com-
petitive articles. Thus, for example, a financially
independent Swiss concern was recently built
at Malans in the Grisons. The founder of the new
firm is Helmut Sallinger, the owner of the Neodon
Works at Krumbach (Germany).

As a first step, a warehouse was built in St. Gall
in 1967 for storing Neodon products and sim-
plifying deliveries within Switzerland. Further
distribution points were set up at Minsingen
and Landquart. The ultimate goal however was
to create an independent Swiss firm, and this
was able to be put into effect with the merger
of the three warehouses and the foundation of
Neodon AG, Malans on 1st January 1971. Five
months later the foundation stone was laid for
the firm's own factory at Malans and in Decem-
ber of the same year the premises were ready
for moving into.

In this large, well lit 35,000 sq. ft. double hall, a
7-cylinder tufting machine was installed, which
—working to full capacity—can produce over
15,000,000 sq. ft. of carpeting in a year. It is
planned shortly to instal a polyurethan foam-
backing plant for coating the backs of carpets.
The production premises are in fact large
enough to hold several more machines. For the
moment, the only addition is a machine for
edging carpets cut to the customers' specifica-
tions. The offices take up an area of some
4,000 sq. ft. in a total space of 110,000 sq. ft., so
there is ample room for any subsequent ex-
pansion of the manufacturing plant.

Together with its branches in St. Gall and Min-
singen, the new firm employs a total of 26 work-
ers. The main emphasis of present production
is on the manufacture of tufted carpets for the
home market as well as for EFTA countries like
Austria, Sweden, Norway and Denmark, with

great efforts being made to increase trade with-

these countries. After the scheduled drop in im-
port duties it is hoped to be able to step up still
further exports in Common Market Countries.
The carpets made in Switzerland will be able
to be marketed more easily in West Germany as
a result of the Swiss firm's connection with its
German counterpart. At the same time, as pre-
sent production is limited to a few qualities only,
the carpets and floor-coverings produced by
the Neodon Works at Krumbach will be added to
the range of Malans in order to widen the choice.
This still comparatively new firm is already con-
sidering expansion. Plans are being made to
set up a new factory in the Canary Islands, the
"“Unién de Almacenistas de tapices de las
fabricas de tapices", in order to enable Swiss
carpets to take advantage of the present building
boom there.

Thriving business soon led to expansion; while
in Pfungen production was concentrated entirely
on fashionable fabrics for women's outerwear,
in Turbenthal blanket production was systema-
tically built up, considerably increasing the
firm's share of the market, first of all in Switzer-
land and later abroad. At home the proportion
amounted to some 65 %, and yet—with the take-
over of the Schafroth & Co. AG blanket factory
at Burgdorf—production was stepped up stiil
further. In the same way, the management of the
firm is doing everything in its power to increase
exports still further once customs barriers have
disappeared in Common Market countries, with
the certainty of being able to meet a definite
demand for top quality luxury blankets.

It is not only the outstanding qualities of these
blankets that have led to their growing success
but also the firm's close cooperation with Swiss
trade circles and its European partners. Attempts
are being made for example to cooperate with
other home textile manufacturers to promote the
coordination with regard to designs and colours
of blankets, bedlinen, towelling, curtaining
fabrics and even carpets in the bedroom. In order
to increase understanding in the trade for these
enterprising schemes and thus rouse the interest
of consumers, special combined courses are
planned for sales personnel.

The guiding line for the firm's whole production
is the maintenance of the highest standards of
quality. A series of strict product controls
enables the consumer to be sure of buying only
the very best when he buys blankets with the
“Eskimo" label, as well as having a blanket that
introduces a new fashionable note into the
bedroom.

The thorough testing of quality is made all the
easier as the Blanket and Cloth Mills Co. Ltd.
is completely rationalised according to the very
latest techniques. Modern high-speed machines
make it possible to benefit to the maximum from
the possibilities offered by rationalisation.
Turbenthal is at the same time a vertical concern,
carrying out all stages in the manufacturing
process from the initial spinning of the raw
material to the weaving of the fabric, the finishing
and making up of the final blanket. Only the
dyeing process is carried out elsewhere, in the
modern dyeworks at Pfungen. This radical
reorganisation required a capital investment of
several million francs, and yet today only a third
of the manpower is required to achieve three
times the output of ten years ago. The annual
turnover per employee amounts to approximately
100,000 francs. The installation, 3 years ago, of
the latest Sulzer looms for plain and jacquard
articles led to a considerable increase in output
and quality.

The go-ahead management looks optimistically
to the future. Thanks to the extraordinary quality
of the firm's products and the fashion-conscious
manufacturing programme, the firm can count
on excellent marketing possibilities the world
over. A sales network has been set up not only
at home but also to include all foreign markets
and efforts are continually being made to
maintain close contacts with the clientele in
order to be able to meet their wishes individually
and as quickly as possible on the spot. The very
wide manufacturing range includes blankets in
the finest virgin wool and in Orlon®, plain,
reversible and with jacquard designs, pure
camelhair blankets in summer and winter
weights, blankets in camelhair mixed with pure
virgin wool, luxury blankets in pure cashmere
and soft, cuddly permanently fluffy blankets in
jacquard and plain versions. The collection also
contains divan covers, children’'s and babies’
blankets.
