Emigration of Swiss Industries.
(Continuation from page 2.)

In 1783 the firm of St. Biedermann & Co.
started at Wesserling (Alsace) and Ziegler &
Weiss at Mulhouse. Already at that time opposi-
tion was rife with regard to this emigration of

St . is |
Swiss industries and a proposition was made to

the Town Council of Zurich to forbid the export
of intermediate products in vain effort to arrest
the creation of Swiss  cotton establishments
abroad.

The decadence of Napoleon | went against
the development of Swiss industries, and had
some terrible influences upon numerous factories
in our country. Quite a number of mills had to
close down and others were totally dismantled
and re-erected abroad.

During the whole of the 19th century, we find
Bwiss capitalists and industrialists  interested
tinancially and otherwise in the cotton industry
of the Alsace, and at the beginning of 1922 Swiss
investments of 40,000,000 Swiss francs were made
in this districet,

In most cases, we still find participations of
hetween and 5095 in Rwiss hands.  In
numerous factories the Maunagement is entirely
or partially in Swiss haniis.

In 1789, we find a Nwiss starting a textile
printing plant in Cornighano (Lombardy). This
existed still in 1850.

another Nwiss from Zurich of the
nane of g, started a textile factory near
Naples. In 1830, another one commenced in
Surno, and a little later on, a third Swiss started
the manufacture of thin cotton goods in Messina.

In 1860

In 1868, 1t is mentioned in a report of the
National Councillor, Herzog, that at this time
there existed 7 Swiss Spinning Mills with 108,000
spindles and 10 Weaving Mills with over 2,000
looms in Italy.  This mevement of emigration
of the Nwiss Cotton industry towards Italy ex-
tended still more during the last few decades of
the 19th century, so that by the year 1900 we
find in Italy the following factories established
by Swiss.

41 Spinning Mills with 800,000 spindles.

26 Weaving Mills with 15,000 looms.
5 Printing establishments with 40 rotary

nachines.

In all these sections, the emigrated industries
owned by Swiss in Italy represented between 50
and 1009, of machinery of the same kind running
in Switzerland,  But already at this period we

notice that these factories established abroad
owing to their access to cheap labour and also
owing to the tact that in many cases fore

capital was introduced into these companies,
started competing with Swiss firms in the Balkan
countries, the Levant, Asia, and South America.
They even started to nnder-bid the goods of their
parent companies in Switzerland itself.

In 1753 Swiss firms started developing fac-
tories in South Germany. A Swiss opened a mill
m Lerach. A Genevois started a factory in 1785
in Constance.

The protectionist policy of Germany started
in later years a similar movement as the one we
have of ed in Italy,  Similar movements we
find tow, Austria, and already in 1814 the
Swiss industrialis had reached right over to
Russia, in St. Petersburg and Sarrevar, near
Moscaow.

The big companies who for a number of years
did extremely well in Russia up to the last Bol-
shevick Revolition started their work during the
last vears of the 19th century.

We find, also, factories established in
Rumania and Spain and even in England in the
metropolis of the Enghish cotton industry — Man-
chiester — where they worked in cheerful competi-
tion with the local manufacturers.

In 1RGO a factory was established in Rio de
Janiero, and from this time onwards South
America has been a ftield of great activity for our
people.
