The common diseases of the tropics are mycoses, parasitoses, pyodermas,
tréponématoses and leprosy and these are described in general or in specific
terms. Essays on sarcoidosis and Leiker's granuloma multiforme are included
because of their importance in the differential diagnosis of leprosy.
