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PREFACE

The XXVIth session of the Journées Relativistes took place at the Centro Stefano Franscini
on Monte Verita in Ascona (Switzerland) on May 25-30, 1996. There were in total sixty-two
talks, of which sixteen were plenary lectures, and about seventy-five participants coming
from more than fifteen different countries. The subjects discussed at the conference focused
on the following important areas: progress in the study of the Einstein’s field equations; new
developments in cosmology driven by recent observations of the cosmic microwave back-
ground and of gravitational lensing; numerical relativity; advances in quantum gravity and
quantum cosmology. This issue of Helvetica Physica Acta contains most contributions of
the parallel sessions. The plenary talks will appear in a forthcoming volume.
