MEETING OF EUROPEAN GEOLOGICAL SOCIETIES

Reading, U.K., 1975

Yon der Geological Society of London ist uns folgende Einladung zugegangen:

"The Geological Society invites members of your Society to participate in a
meeting of European geologists to be held at the University of Reading from 8—12

September 1975.
The theme of the meeting will be 'Europe from Crust to Core', and its President

will be Sir Kingsley Dunham, Foreign Secretary of The Royal Society. The purpose
of the meeting is to provide an opportunity for the presentation of contributions
which are wholly concerned with aspects of European geology, both theoretical and
applied, with the aim of promoting closer co-operation. In addition it is hoped to
discuss the organization of geological sciences within Europe with particular reference
to the rôle of European Geological Societies. The meeting will be in the form of lectures
and discussion sessions.

Printed abstracts of papers to be presented will be circulated in advance of the
meeting but it is not proposed to publish a Proceedings Volume afterwards.

The meeting, including accomodation in University Halls of Residence, will be
held on the Whiteknights campus of Reading University, which is situated some
60 kilometres west of London and 35 kilometres from London Airport (Heathrow).
Accomodation will be restricted to a maximum of 1000 and will be available only to
participating geologists. The Registration Fee will be in the region of £ 15 to £ 20."
