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Every able-bodied man in Switzerland has now
been mobilised either for the army or the auxiliary
services and it may be said that the state of war readi-
ness has reached its utmost limit. The concentration
of large numbers of troops on both the German and
French frontiers has created apparent nervousness
though the future is faced with calm and confidence.
Stringent measures have been taken to counteract pos-
sible fifth column activities; an excessively large num-
ber of Germans are believed to live in our country, a
good many of them in sanatoriums, and meang have
been devised to deal with them as soon as the necessity
arises. Home guards have been formed in towns and
villages for this purpose; these territorials are also
trained to take charge of parachute invaders. The
passive A.R.P. organisation have been armed and are
placed under the orders of the army command.

Dr. Triib, the official of the Swiss Military
Department who was arrested on a charge of
espionage on behalf of a foreign Power, has been
sentenced by the Military Court to eight years’ im-
prisonment, expulsion from the Army, dismissal
from his office, and suppression of his ecitizen’s
rights for 10 years. His wife was sentenced to four
years’ imprisonment, and an accomplice mnamed
Miiller to 10 years’ imprisonment and 10 years’ sup-
pression of his citizen’s rights.
