He mentioned several reasons which, in his opinion,
might induce the German High Command to violate
Swiss neutrality, and the prospects, as he sees them,
are very gloomy indeed. Lest some should have felt
some despondency on leaving the meeting, I am tempted
to remind them that Ave are not alone in this struggle
against " that evil thing " but that Ave are in the
hands of One Avith Avliose aid Peace and Justice will be
restored to this earth.
